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A second seminar was held on 12 December 
2022 in Sliema, Malta, during which some 
recommendations have already been shared. 

The results and conclusions, in the form of 
a study, will be presented to the European 
institutions at a conference in Brussels in 
2023.

Final conference of JuWiLi — Justice 
Without Litigation project — 9 November 
2022, Brussels

On 9 November 2022, the CNUE hosted 
the closing conference of the Justice 
Without Litigation — JuWiLi project, co-
financed by the European Commission. 

The conference was an opportunity 
to present the conclusions and 
recommendations of the project in which 
the CNUE partnered with the Chambers 
of Notaries of Austria, Croatia, the Czech 
Republic, Slovakia and Slovenia, the 
Universities of Vienna and Graz and the 
Economic Research Institute Economia.
